1. Ensure power is disconnected 

from the circuit and there is no 

risk of accidental reconnection 

before starting installation 

2. Separate the Mounting Bracket (B) from the rear of the Ceiling Rose and fix in a 

suitable position on the ceiling adjacent to the supply cable using either the 

Screws (D) and Plugs (E) or using Bolts (C) into a suitable junction box. Care must 

be taken to ensure the mounting point is suitable for the weight of the fitting.

Any excess cable should 

be cut before re-connecting to the 

terminal block

4. Connect the power supply to 

the terminal block within the 

ceiling rose, following the 

labelling to ensure the correct 

wire is connected to the correct 

terminal. Any loose terminal 

blocks which are not secured to 

the ceiling rose should be 

covered with 2 layers of good 

quality insulation tape. 



 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

5. Reattach the Ceiling Rose to the
