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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Recessed Installation

1. Cut flooring, allowing clearance on width and length of the tray to enable the tray
to slot into position.

2. Ensure the joists are adapted to give complete support to the shower tray.
3. Install as per flat to floor installation.

Maintenance

As good as new finish can be maintained by following these simple instructions:
1. Dry out the tray fully after every use, to avoid build up of limescale and soap residue.
2. Clean the shower tray regularly using a damp cloth or sponge, dry with a soft dry cloth.

3. Occasionally use a non-abrasive cleaner to remove stubborn stains.

The following items, which are not provided, are also required to complete the installation: - A soft dust sheet -10mm marine plywood -Sand and cement -Anti-fungal silicone sealant
