and Scottish Water Byelaws.

e The system must be flushed prior to installation

e Minimum and Maximum working pressure : 0.5 - 5 bar

e Pressures must be equal for optimum performance

e Please do not connect hot and cold water supply lines in reverse. This could result
in hot water flowing from cold line and cause scalding.

e The feed-water temperature of water shall not exceed 85° C.
Exceeding 85° may cause scalding, the service life of faucets might be shortened,
or the faucet might be damaged.

e After installation, please make sure the faucet is securely mounted and checked for
leaks.

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Tools required

® Spanner
® Drill and bit

Installation

Mark out the fixing positions on the flooring basing
on the body and drill four holes. Fix the floor
screws into the holes.

Fix the G3/4 connectors to inlets of the body. Push
the body over floor screws and fasten with steel
gasket and nut. Connect the body with hot (Left)
and cold (right)water pipes using thread seal tape.




Remove the screws on the cover template with
allen key, and take out the cover template.

Thrust the connectors vertically into the two inlet
holes of the body.

Press the locknut onto the body. Fix and fasten the
screws with allen key.

Slide down the bases until it reaches the floor.
Waterproof adhesive is recommended to be
applied.

Turn on water supply and check for leaks.
