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3 SHUT OFF WATER SUPPLY

Locate water supply inlets and shut off the water supply valves. These are usually found under the sink or near the water meter.



4 INSTALLATION

Check if the Rubber Gaskets(6B) are included in the Legs(6A);
Connect the Legs(6A) with the Nuts(6C) of body. Fasten the Nuts(6C) by tool.

Thrust the legs through holes on bathtub;
Assemble the Rubber Gaskets(6D) and L ocknuts(6E) back to the legs. Fasten the Locknuts(6E) by tool.




5WATER SUPPLY LINES(NOT INCLUDED IN THISPRODUCT PACKAGE)
Connect the hot and cold flexible hoses with the angle valves.

6 UNIT START UP
Turn on hot and cold water supplies, and check for leaks above and below the basin.

7VALVE FUNCTIONS

Hot valve(H): open by turning counterclockwise, close by turnning clockwise;
Cold valve(C): open by turning clockwise, close by turning counterclockwise.
Turning angle 90 degree gets the highest water flow.

Turn off the valves to rel ease pressure of waterpipe.
Unscrew the ceramic cap(1) and remove the bolt(2) with a
screwdriver. Take out the handle(3) and sleeve(4). Then
disassembl e the flange(5)(use toal if needed). Take out the
cartridge upward vertically. Assemble anew cartridge by
reverse steps.
